In an earlier session of the House, Mr. Easter was a
member of the House Standing Committee on Agriculture and Agri-food, as well as Chair of
the House Sub-committee on Grain Transport. Having been a long-time member of the
Canada-US Parliamentary Association, Mr. Easter has extensive experience related to many
bilateral issues affecting Canada-US relations.

Donald A. Henderson
Donald A. Henderson, MD, MPH ’60, is the founding director of the Center for Civilian
Biodefense Strategies at the Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health, and is also
a senior advisor to the US federal government and the Department of Health and Human
Services on civilian biodefense matters. In October 2001, Tommy G. Thompson, Secretary
of Health and Human Services, named Dr. Henderson chair of a new national advisory
council on public health preparedness. From 1977 through August 1990, Dr. Henderson
was dean of the Johns Hopkins School of Public Health. He came to Johns Hopkins after
directing the World Health Organization’s (WHO) global smallpox eradication campaign
(1966-1977).
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David Naylor
Dr. David Naylor, Chair, National Advisory Committee on SARS and Public Health, Dean of
Medicine and Vice Provost, Relations with Health Care Institutions, at the University of
Toronto since 1999, has received national and international awards for research and
leadership in medicine. He currently serves on the governing boards of the Canadian
Institutes of Health Research and five major teaching hospitals (Mount Sinai Hospital, the
University Health Network, Sunnybrook and Women’s College Health Sciences Centre, St.
Michael’s Hospital, and the Toronto Rehabilitation Institute). Dr. Naylor was integrally involved
in the broadening of the mandate of Canada’s Medical Research Council (MRC) to include
population health, health services, and policy research; and later in the transformation of the
MRC into the new Canadian Institutes of Health Research.

Laurie Garrett
Laurie Garrett is one of America’s premier authorities on healthcare and disease prevention,
and a powerful advocate for a more forceful response to threats to human health. She is a
medical and science writer for New York Newsday, and author of the best-selling books The
Coming Plague: Newly Emerging Diseases in a World Out of Balance and Betrayal of Trust:
The Collapse of Global Public Health. These books, which explore key developments in
global health and disease prevention, have both received widespread critical and popular
acclaim. Laurie is the only person ever to have been awarded all three of the Big “Ps” of
journalism: The Peabody, The Polk (twice), and The Pulitzer. She has written for many
publications, including Foreign Affairs, Esquire, Vanity Fair, The Los Angeles Times, The
Washington Post, and Current Issues in Public Health.

Addressing the Needs of Health Professionals and Police Investigators
In the event of a terrorist incident, the investigation of the source will often be an urgent matter from two
different, though not opposing, perspectives. The importance of recognizing the requirements for each
investigation is a topic that will be addressed. There is currently not enough understanding of the needs of
the two investigative bodies among the first responder community. It is important to ensure that evidence
is not rendered unusable by the actions of well-intentioned professionals who may be first on the scene,
generally with other priorities than searching for an evidentiary basis for the incident. By helping everyone
understand the specific requirements of various investigative bodies, there is an increased probability of
resolving the incident. What is not always understood by either community is that the investigative activities
of each party can and should occur simultaneously. By understanding the needs for each investigation,
there is a greater possibility of interoperability among investigative agencies.
