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· Submissions must not exceed one page (not including tables or graphs).
· Presenting Authors may submit a maximum of two abstracts.

Reviewers assess each research abstract submission according to the following criteria:
1. Innovation and relevance – Does the research address a gap in existing public health knowledge?
2. Objectives – Are the objectives clearly stated and do they specify what the research aims to achieve?
3. Methods – Are the methods clearly described and appropriate to the study’s purpose?
4. Analysis and results – Is the data analysis well described and suitable? Do the results address the stated objectives?
5. Conclusions – Are the conclusions justified and logically supported by the results and analyses?
6. Impact – Does the study provide clear evidence of its potential or actual public health impact?
7. Overall quality and clarity – Is the abstract well written and coherent?

	Steps
	Decisions

	1. Reviewer Triplet
	Three reviewers will evaluate each abstract and assign a decision of oral presentation, poster presentation or rejection. The majority decision is the final decision (e.g. two reviewers accept = accept and considered for an oral, two rejections = rejection). 

	2. Poster Preference
	If the author has requested a poster presentation, this request will respected and the abstract cannot be considered for an oral presentation.

	3. Threshold for inclusion
	The conference program capacity can only accept a certain number of abstracts. The mean reviewer score will be used to rank all accepted abstracts, and the highest scoring abstracts above the capacity threshold will be awarded poster presentations. All other abstracts will be excluded from the conference. 

	4. Oral Abstract Preferred Scoring
	If the reviewers have divergent opinions (e.g. one reviewers accepts and recommends an oral, one as a poster, and one rejects), scoring will be used to guide selection based on the threshold for acceptance. The Scientific Chairs will provide further review and final selection. 

	5. Scientific Chair final decision
	The Scientific Chair will oversees the process to verify fairness and provide further review in cases where the selection algorithm cannot be applied or where a final decision is needed.    

	6. Communication of results
	Once the process is completed, authors are informed of the final decision by Wednesday 17 December. 

	7. Registration
	[bookmark: _GoBack]All authors who present at the conference must be registered for at least one day of the conference by Wednesday 11 February in order to be included in the program.
